) The fine imposed under sub-section (1) shall be recovered
asifit is an arrears of public revenue due on Jand under
the pruvisions of the Bengad Public Demands Recuvery
Act, 1913,

Explanation- a person who has macz an application within
the prescribed period and is pending disposal shall not be
defaulter for the purpose of this section.

Penulty for false statemcent- If any person required to make a
statement under this Act willfutly makes a faise statement or
suppresscs @ material fact with an intention (o mislead the
prescribed authority, he shall be liable to punishment with
imprisonment, for a term which may extend to three months or
with fine not exceeding Rs. 1000 or with both.

Cecrtificate not to be assigned- Any person who lends, transfers
or assigns the certificate of registration issued under this Act, shall
be liable to punishment with imprisonment which may extend to
six months or with fine not exceeding Rs. 2000 or with both.

(1) No person shall, without permission from the persen or
authority concerned, efface, mutilate or disfigure or
otherwise destroy or cause any damage to any sign board
situated within a tourist area.

Indemnity.- No suit, prosecution or other legal proceedings
whatsoever shall lie against the Government or any person in
respect of anything which is in good faith done or intended to be
done under this Act.

Reservation of power of local authority.- Nothing in this Act shall
take away or diminish any of the powers vested in any local
authority by orunderany law for the time being in force.

Power of the Government to regulate the courses of instruction or
training in tourism.- Government may, for the better and efficient
management of tourism of the state, regulatcs subject to such
conditions and restriction as may be prescribed, the courses of
instructions of training in tourism conducted by any institution or
organisation other than (hose affiliated to any of the Universities in
the state and those recognised or approved by Government.

Power to make rules.-

(I) TheGovemmenl may, by notification in the Gazette, make
rules for carrying out the purposes of this Act.
